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Coal India lines up
3 GW solar push

New Delhi, February 16

COAL INDIA (CIL) has drawn
up an ambitious 3,000 MW
solar capacity target by FY28,
marking one of the strongest
renewable pivots bya coal pro-
ducer, even as its capital
expenditure on solar projects
more than doubled to I961
crore by January FY26.

The solar capex, up from
3412 crore in the correspond-
ingperiod lastyear,hasalready
surpassed the company’s full-
year investment target under
the segment, signalling an
acceleration in execution pace.

From 247 MW of renewable
capacity commissioned till
December 2025, CIL expects
installations to rise sharply to
around 675 MW by the close of
the current fiscal, setting the
stage fora steep capacity ramp-
up over the next two years.

The immediate build-out
includes two large solar pro-
jects in Gujarat — 100 MW in
Patan and 300 MW in Khavda
— forming the backbone of
near-term expansion.

Beyond these, the state-run
mineris pursuing nearly 2,000
MW of additional renewable
capacity through joint ven-
tures and competitive bidding.
This includes an 875 MW pro-
ject with Rajasthan Rajya
Vidyut Utpadan Nigam Lim-
ited and a phased 500 MW
capacity addition in partner-
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PRIME MINISTER NAREN-
DRA Modi’s push toacceler-
ate the rollout of rooftop
solar poweris falling short of
targets despite heavy subsi-
dies due to loan delays and
limited support from state
utilities, vendors and ana-
lysts say.

The shortfalls represent
the latest challenge to

India’s efforts tonearly dou-
ble clean energy capacity to
500 gigawatts by 2030, and
come as the government
plans to suspend clean
energy tendering targets.

to avirtual classroom to learn
best agricultural practices
including crop planning, pests
advisory, weather forecast,
mandi prices and about vari-
ous schemes.

The Al toolwill beinitially to
be launched in Hindi and Eng-
lish and gradually become
capable of responding in
regional languages, aimed at
boosting farm productivity
through providing a range of
advisory servicesonareal time
basis, an official said.

It will assist farmers
through voice-based and text-
based conversation in their
own language. Within next six
months, the AI tool will be

Thetoolinitiallywill provide
information about the 10 cen-

‘Shared costs, targeted sops
key to UPI, RuPay expansion’

THE LONG-TERM SUCCESS
of UPI and RuPay cards
depends on building a bal-
anced ecosystem that supports
all stakeholders and shares
infrastructure costs to expand
adoptionand ensure inclusive,
sustainable growth in digital
payments,according toastudy
backed by the Department of
Financial Services.

The study recommends
introducing tiered cashback
programmes for RuPay trans-
actions in Tier 2-6 cities,
enabling contactless RuPay
cards and improving interna-
tional acceptance through
global partnerships.

It also calls for promoting
small-ticket payments
through tools such as UPI Lite
in everyday settings including
public transport, quick-ser-
vice restaurants and local
retail. Incentives should
encourage frequent routine
transactions rather than only
high-value usage.

Akeyfindingisthat policy-
makers should avoid a one-
size-fits-all incentive design.
With UPI adoption already
strong and RuPay usage lag-
ging, differentiated incentive
strategies are needed to
ensure balanced ecosystem
growth. The scheme previ-
ously provided payouts to
acquiring banks, shared with
issuers, payment service
providers and third-party app
providers, helping expand QR
codes, POS terminals and par-
ticipating banks.

SCissues notice to Centre on
plea challenging DPDPAct

IN A SIGNIFICANT develop-
ment, the Supreme Court on
Monday agreed to examine a
batch of pleas challenging the
constitutional validity of sev-
eral provisions of the Digital
Personal Data Protection
(DPDP) Act, 2023.

The top court, however,
refused to grant an interim
stay on the impugned provi-
sions, saying “by an interim
order, it will not thwart a
regime introduced by Parlia-
ment unless we hear the case.”

Abench comprising Chief
Justice Surya Kant and justices
Joymalya Bagchi and Vipul M
Pancholi issued a notice to the

Centre on the pleas challeng-
ing certain provisions of the
DPDP Act and the Digital Per-
sonal Data Protection Rules
2025 overtheiramendment of
the provisions of the Right to
Information Act.

The bench also referred
three petitions, filed by
Venkatesh Nayak on behalf of

digital news platform The
Reporters Collective,journalist
Nitin Sethi and National Cam-
paign for People’s Right to
Information (NCPRI), to a
larger bench.

The pleas raised concerns
over the “fiduciary” clauses,
which allow the central gov-
ernment to requisition data
from any data fiduciary at its
discretion. The bench said the
matter pertained to “complex
and sensitive issues,” and it
involved balancing two com-
peting sets of fundamental
rights, the Right to Informa-
tion and the Right to Privacy.

“This is about balancing
competing interests. We have
toiron out the creases,’ the CJI
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port, the report indicates,
remains essential for sustain-
ing expansion, particularly in
underserved regions.

The Incentive Scheme for
Promotion of RuPay Debit
Card and low-value BHIM-UPI
person-to-merchant transac-
tions was introduced in FY
2021-22 and continued
through FY 2024-25 to accel-
erate universal adoption of
digital payments, reduce cash
dependence and formalise
routine economic activity.

It offered structured bud-
getary support to acquiring
banks and ecosystem partici-
pants so that digital payments
remained affordable and
accessible for citizens and
merchants.

Digital payments now
dominate daily transaction
behaviour, with 65% of UPI
users reporting multiple trans-
actions per day.

Adoption is especially high
among those aged 18-25 at
66%, indicating a strong shift
toward digital-first habits.

The study found 90% of
users reported increased con-
fidence in digital payments
after using UPI and RuPay
cards.

Furthermore, 52% cited
cashback incentives as a key
adoption driver and 74%
pointed to speed as the main
advantage.

Merchant adoption is also
widespread: 94% of small
merchants accept UPI, and
72% express satisfaction due
to faster transactions and
improved record-keeping.
About 57%reported increased
sales after going digital.

Government budgetary
support totalling 8,276
crore has underpinned the
scheme, including disburse-
ments of 1,389 crore in
FY22,%2,210 crorein FY23,
3,631 crore in FY24 and
1,046 crorein FY25.

This supported banks,
payment operators and app
providers in scaling low-
value digital transactions
nationwide.

Come upwith schemes
on tribunal reforms,
apex court tells govt

THE SUPREME COURT on
Monday took note of issues
plaguing the functioning of
quasi-judicial bodies and asked
the Centre to submit a com-
prehensive and uniform pro-
posal for the management of
all tribunals across the
country within four
weeks.

Abench com-
prising  Chief /
Justice Surya |
Kant and Jus-
tices Joymalya |
Bagchiand Vipul
M Pancholi was
hearing the long-
standing matter of
Madras Bar Association, a
case centred on the indepen-
dence and structural integrity
of tribunals.

The bench expressed con-
cernover thevacancy crisisand
the lack of a streamlined leg-
islative framework that often
leaves tribunals in a state of
limbo.

The CJI told Attorney Gen-
eral R Venkataramani that the
government mustactinaccor-
dance with previous judicial
mandates.

“Let the institutions not be
defunct,’the CJI said.

“Bring a uniform proposal
before us coveringall tribunals

within four weeks. Give us a
holistic scheme for all tri-
bunals. Whether you want to
bring a new legislation, a new
amendment etc,” the CJI said.

Thebench asked the Centre
to bring a “uniform proposal”
that covers all tribunals,
whether they are established
under the Constitution or spe-

cific statutes.
It asked the
Centre to clarify
., its roadmap,
including
| whether it
intends to

y introduce
" new legisla-
tion or compre-
hensive amend-
ments to stabilise
the functioning of these

bodies.

The attorney general sug-
gested a pragmatic approach
to prevent immediate vacan-
cies.

He proposed that sitting
chairmen be allowed to con-
tinue their duties until they
reach the age of superannua-
tion or until the fresh selection
process is  completed,
whichever is earlier.

The bench asked the gov-
ernment to prepare a holistic
plan and passed an interim
order to ensure that key finan-
cial tribunals remain opera-
tional.
